It is considered the sixth commandment by the Roman Catholic and Lutheran authorities, but the seventh from the Jewish authorities and more Protestants. [6] Alternatively, to enforce the capital punishment for adultery, at least two witnesses were requested, and both the man and the woman involved
were subject to punishment. [8] If a woman has committed an illegal relationship against her she He was not guilty of
adultery, because he did not act as a free professional.[9] In these cases, no punishment has been inflicted, and the legal consequences of adultery are not followed. In the first century, the execution of bitter water calvary became less common as further restrictions were imposed on the pursuit of adultery capital cases. In the year 40, before the
destruction of the Second Temple, the Jewish courts gave up the right to inflict capital punishment (perhaps on Roman pressure). The punishment for adultery was changed: the adulter was scourged, and the adulterer’s husband could not forgive his crime,[10] but was forced to divorce her, and she lost all her property rights according to her
marriage contract.[11] The adultererer was not allowed to marry the one with whom he had committed adultery;[12] if he did, they were forced to separate.[13] Although the law was inconsistent, the mitzvah remained. Adultery is one of the three sins (together with idolatry and murder) to which one must resist until death.[14] This was the consent
of the rabbis at the meeting of Lydda, during the revolt of Bar Kokhba of 132.[15] The mitzvoh to practice sexual relations only within marriage is affirmed by many Orthodox, conservative and reformers rabbis in modern times.[16] They emphasize that sexual relations outside marriage undermine marriage and even love itself, and also emphasize the
positive role of sexual relations in strengthening and promoting love within marriage. (April 2017) (See how and when to remove this model of message) In the Gospels, Jesus affirms the commandment against adultery [17] and seems to extend it, saying: «But I say to you: Whoever looks at a woman to desire her, has already committed adultery with her in her heart.”[18] He taught her listeners that the external act of
adultery does not happen without the sins of the heart: “From within men, from their heart, evil thoughts, fornication, theft, murder, adultery, greed, malice, deceit, dissolution, envy, blasphemy, pride, foolishness come out. All these evils come from within and contaminate." [19] However, some commentators, including Thomas Aquinas, say that Jesus
was connecting with the commandment: «Do not want your neighbor’s wife».[20] According to the Gospels, Jesus cited the book of Genesis about the divine origin of the marriage relationship, concluding: "They are no longer two, but one flesh. So what God has joined, man does not separate him.”[21] Jesus rejected the provisionsthat allowed divorce
for any reason, and cited sexual immorality (a break of thepact) as the only reason a person can divorce without committing adultery. [22] the Pauline apostle taught the same way (commonly called Pauline privilege:) to the married I give charge, not me but the Lord, that the wife should not separate from her husband. and that the husband must not
divorce his wife. to the rest I say, not to the lord, ... but if the unbelieving partner wishes to separate, let it be so; in this case the brother or sister is not bound. because God called us to peace. [23] in the gospel of youth is a story of a woman caught in adultery. the leaders responsible for the execution of justice brought it to Jesus and asked for his
judgment. Jesus clearly identifies adultery with sin; However, his statement "who is sinless throws the first stone" does not refer to the precepts of the law but to the consciousness. [24] some commentators emphasize that if the woman had been caught in adultery, there would also be a man standing trial. [25] the law clearly stated that both parties
would receive the death penalty. 26 Not bringing the man guilty to justice, these leaders joined in guilt and were not eligible for punishment. not by condoning his adultery, Jesus warns the woman in childbirth, "go and sin no longer"[27] the Pauline apostle frankly wrote the gravity of adultery: do not let you be deceived: neither sexually immoral, nor
idolaters, nor adulters, nor men who practice homosexuality, nor thieves, nor greedy, nor drunken, nor revilers, nor scammers will inherit the kingdom of God. and these were some of you. but you have been washed, you have been sanctified, you have been justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and the spirit of our God. within marriage,
regular sexual relations are expected and encouraged. "The husband should give his wife his marital rights, and likewise his wife to her husband. because the wife has no authority over her body, but the husband does. Similarly, the husband does not have authority over his body, but his wife does s0."[29] As "a flesh," the husband and his wife share
this right and privilege; the new testament does not portray intimacy as something held in reserve by each spouse to be shared on condition. "You stop depriving each other, except for an agreement for a time that you can devote yourself to prayer, and reunite again to not attempt Satan because of your lack of self-control. since there is such shameful disorder among us, and the same scum of every vice and debauchery, this commandment is directed also against every sort of uncleanness, as it may be called; ... flesh and blood remain flesh and blood, and natural inclination and excitement have their course without leave nor impediment, as all see and hear. Therefore,
in order to make it easier to avoid immorality to some extent, God has ordained the marital state, so that each one may have his own portion and be satisfied with it”.Martin Luther, The Great Catechism[41] Luther does not condemn or deny human sexuality, but, like the The Apostle Paul emphasizes that God instituted the marriage relationship to
provide for its proper enjoyment. Luther observes that each of the spouses should deliberately take care of the other, and that this will contribute to the love and desire for chastity, which will facilitate fidelity. Let me now conclude by saying that this commandment also requires that each one love and esteem the bridegroom whom God has given him.
In fact, where conjugal chastity is to be maintained, man and wife must live together with all means possible in love and harmony, so that each one takes care of the other with heart and fidelity. Because this is one of the main points that ignite love and desire so that, where it is, chastity will follow as a natural fact, without any commandment.
