Even	if	you	cannot	remove	this	paragraph,	you	can	make	it	disappear.	One	way	to	do	this	is	to	make	it	very	small.	Select	the	reference	point	and	format	the	font	size	at	1	point.	It	may	be
necessary	to	make	the	paragraph	line	that	also	spans	1	point. If	your	blank	page	occurs	in	the	middle	of	a	document	(and	is	not	caused	by	an	Odd/Even	Page	section	break),	there	is	a	remote	possibility	that	is	caused	by	a	plethora	of	empty	paragraphs,	but	more	often	it	is	the	result	of	a	manual	page	break.	This	is	a	reason	why	manual	page	breaks	are	discouraged:	when	you	format	changes	(both	due	to	change	or
because	the	document	is	opened	on	a	system	using	a	different	printer),	the	manual	page	break	can	immediately	follow	a	natural	page	break,	causing	an	empty	page. 2010	A	break	of	the	continuous	section	does	not	cause	a	pause.	A	breaking	of	the	next	page	does	that	the	following	text	starts	a	new	page.	A	breaking	of	the	odd	page	makes	you	the	following	text	starts	a	new	odd	page.	If	the	text	before	breaking	ends	on	an	odd	page,	the	word	will	insert	an	empty	page	even	between	the	two	odd	pages.	This	page	is
completely	invisible	to	the	user	(except	in	the	print	preview	with	Pages	displayed)	but	will	be	â	€	œprintâ	€	from	the	printer.	Likewise,	a	page	pause	Even	can	cause	Word	to	insert	an	empty	odd	page.
